SUBSTANTIAL VEMENT/ DAMAGE
The NFIP requires that if the cost of improvements to a
building or the cost to repair damages (from any cause)
to a building exceeds 50% of the market value of the
building (excluding land value), the entire building
must be brought up to current floodplain management
standards. Building improvement projects include
exterior and interior remodeling, rehahilitation,
additions and repairs and reconstruction projects.

Because of our Noodplain mamagement
programs that attempt to protect us fom the multiple Oooding bazards,

Delaware City is part of the NFIP and thus, residents ane able to obtain flood
insEmnce, Mdltlonn'lly because Dclanarchty pemtlpals n FEMA's
CRS program, flood i
Be sure to check your policy lu TR WOU hlvead.eqlntc coverage. Usually
these policies cover the building structare, but not the contents. Contents
coverage can also be oblained by asking. There is a 30-day waiting period
before Nood insurance covernge becomes effective. Plan ahead; do not wait
until 2 flood s predicted before purchasing flood insurance. If you are
building inside the floodplain, the purchase of flood insursnce is mandatory
if using  federally regulated/insured bank for a loan.

NATURAL & BEENEFICIAL FUNCTIONS

Floodplains play a valuable role in providing natura] and beneficial functions
to the area anound, and including, Delaware City, Floodplains that ans
relatively undisturbed provide a wide range of benefits to both human and
natural systems. These benefits provide aesthetic plessure as well as
fupction to provide active processes such as fillering nutriemts. Pars of both
the id Canal and Dragon Run flocdplain are used as a means to filter farm
chemieal run-off so that these areas can maintain bio-diversity and
ecosystem sustamability. Both floodplains contain historic and
archeological sites that provide o ity for education and study. Both
enhance waterfowd, fish and other wildlife habitats and provide

feeding/breeding grounds. And kastly, both floedplains provide nanral
erosion conirol and open space s further flooding damage does not occur.

DRAINAGE SYSTEM MAINTENANCE
As simple as it may sound, simply kecping smaller ditches and streams free
of debris can dramatically improve the nan-off capacity of low-lying areas, as
well as greatly reduce the oceamence blockage that significantly contributes
to flooding.

Delaware City panticipates in the National Flood nsurance Program (NFIP),
Propertics in the AE flood plain are subject to repulation under the Delaware
City Flood Plain Ordinance {Chapter 48 of the City Code), which meets
FEMA requirements for the NFIP. These regulations are designed to save
lives and redluce property losses when flooding occurs. Without access 1o the
WFIP, property awners would find flood insurance to be prohibitively
expensive, if available at all. Special rules apply for development in the flood
plain, including mimmum fleor elevation and hydrostaric venting of

foundations. A FEMA elevation certificate is required for all new
construction and "significant improvements” in the flood zone. In addition,
no filling or grading may take place within the flood plain without a permit
from the City. You can come to Town Hall, 407 Clinton Street, 1o get an
Elevation Certificate application and instructions on how to fill it out or you
can visit www. delawarssiny delavare gov or www fema gov. Any resident
in need of a copy of the elevation cerfificate for Nood insurance for their
residence can check with Town Hall 1o ses if there is one on file prior o
contacting an enginesr or surveyor
